
Crafted from our Oldfield Estate Vineyard in the
Yakima Valley, the grapes are harvested early and
cold-pressed to maintain their vibrant acidity. The
juice remains in contact with the skins for two
hours, which gives the wine its distinctive rose-
gold hue. Unique to this wine is our approach of
fermentation in three separate vessels: concrete,
stainless-steel, and oak. This combination
enhances the wine’s structure and mouthfeel,
while our native fermentation process ensures
complexity and character. 
 

This bone-dry rosé dazzles with its classic rose-gold
color and bright, crisp character. Aromas of freshly
picked strawberries, orange blossoms, and
watermelon rind lead into a palate rich with citrus
and tarragon. This wine is a perfect balance
between freshness and complexity, with crisp
acidity and a subtly sweet, candy-like finish. Its silky
texture and mineral notes make it an excellent
choice to pair with a light, refreshing meal or to
enjoy on its own with friends.
